ONALASKA POLICE CASH DROP FOR JOPLIN
On Wednesday May 25th the Onalaska Police Department will be setting up a cash drop to benefit the disaster victims in Joplin.
“Our Chief came from Joplin,” said Onalaska K-9 Officer Dan McCluskey, “the devastation in the city is almost beyond belief. I know that there was damage to La Crosse as well but the loss of life and livelihood in Joplin is so much greater. We wanted to do something to help”

The death toll in Joplin is still being tabulated but it has risen to over 90 lives lost.  A full third of the city was leveled by tornados Sunday evening and continuing hail and rain are hindering search and rescue efforts.

“I was touched when Officer McCluskey approached me with the idea,” said Onalaska Police Chief Jeffrey Trotnic, “all the officers know that I have many friends and family in Joplin but I firmly believe that the officers would have done the same for any city suffering this type of devastation, the Onalaska Police Department has a strong history of community service above and beyond the job.”

Onalaska Officers will be on Main Street in front of the City Hall building on Wednesday from 7am to 7pm. Citizens wishing to contribute can simply drive through the City Hall Parking lot where volunteers will be standing by. All money collected will be donated to the Joplin area Red Cross. 
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
