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AAA OF WISCONSIN DONATES SPEED TRAILER TO ONALASKA POLICE

The Onalaska Police Department has a new tool in its arsenal to help keep the streets safe for pedestrians and motorists.  This week marks the first deployment of our new speed trailer.

“AAA of Wisconsin gave us a $4,900.00 grant to purchase this trailer,” said Sergeant Tim Berg of the Onalaska Police Department, “This will be a great tool for speed enforcement and it will enable us to study traffic patterns.”

The trailer has a large LED display screen that indicates the speed at which oncoming vehicles are traveling.  It also has software that collects traffic data.  This software will log the volume of traffic, the speeds of passing vehicles and the times when violations are occurring.  This data will aid the police department in planning its enforcement activities. 



“I am extremely grateful to the good people at AAA of Wisconsin,” said Onalaska Police Chief, Jeffrey Trotnic, “Sitting in my office on Main Street I have observed vehicles traveling at excessive rates of speed. It amazes me people travel that rapidly in an area that is not only directly in front of the police department but a school as well. Seeing a lighted sign displaying their speed will give the citizens a visual representation of how fast they are actually traveling.  This trailer is an important speed enforcement tool and another way that we can keep our citizens safe. I am pleased AAA of Wisconsin elected to partner with us on this.”
The trailer will be used throughout the summer in areas where excessive speed is suspected as well as in school zones this fall.
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
